2. No blocking or reservations for acronyms at

FOR THE RED CROSS: 
 
1. Permanent protection for the 189 
national RC Societies (in English and 
the official languages of their 
respective states of origin) and for the 
full names of the ICRC and IFRC (in 
UN6)4 
 
2. The same complementary cost 
neutral mechanism to be worked out 
for IGO acronyms to be extended also 
to the following RC acronyms: ICRC,
